***Bonus point****

This question will add another point onto your final grade.  We did not cover this yet, but it is a Critical Thinking question.  

Our immune system has proteins that keep our immune system in check.  The proteins make sure our immune system doesn’t over run the body.  One of those proteins is, CTLA-4 that suppresses (in order to keeps our system in line) our immune function.  In an effort to enhance the immune system against cancer, drugs are now in clinical trials that inhibit CTLA-4.  Early clinical trials demonstrate potential benefits to kill cancer but there are side effects.  What could these side effects be?
